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Old Testament Reading: Genesis 22:1-18 (ESV) 
    After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, "Abraham!" And 
he said, "Here am I."  He said, "Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom 
you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt 
offering on one of the mountains of which I shall tell you."  So Abraham 
rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young 
men with him, and his son Isaac.  And he cut the wood for the burnt 
offering and arose and went to the place of which God had told him.  On 
the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes and saw the place from afar.  
Then Abraham said to his young men, "Stay here with the donkey; I and 
the boy will go over there and worship and come again to you."  And 
Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son.

Today we celebrate the Sacrament of Holy Communion in which we joyfully 
receive Christ’s Body and Blood, under bread and wine, for the forgiveness 
of our sins.  As we celebrate the Sacrament, we also give public witness that 
we are in complete agreement with the denomination’s doctrinal teachings at 
whose altar we commune.  Therefore, we ask that only communicant 
members of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod commune with us.  All 
guests are asked to talk to Rev. Heller before coming to the altar to receive 
the Sacrament. 
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Welcome to worship in the season of Lent, the time of following Jesus to 
the cross.  The 1st Sunday in Lent teaches us the cost of following Jesus.  
We who have died to sin and been raised to new life in Jesus in Holy 
Baptism are daily tempted to abandon Jesus so that the evil foe may be 
lord over us.  As we feebly struggle, we find comfort in the words of the 
battle hymn of the Reformation, “A Mighty Fortress.”  The Valiant One, 
Jesus, has crushed the head of the evil one for us and He alone is our 
fortress in our struggle with the devil.  Visitors, please sign our guest book 
and worship with us again soon! 
 
Today in Sunday School, students study the account “Jesus Calms a 
Storm.”  Just as Jesus calmed the storm with His Word for the frightened 
disciples, so He calms and ends the storm of sin and death by taking our 
sin upon Himself and dying in our place so we may live eternally.  
Consider discussing, “What did Jesus do to calm the storm?  How does
