And he
said to me, "Son of man, can these bones live?" And | answered, "O Lord
God, you know."

But others mocking said, "They are filled with new
wine."

But Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice and addressed
them, "Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to
you, and give ear to my words. For these men are not drunk, as you
suppose, since it is only the third hour of the day. But this is what was
uttered through the prophet Joel:

Holy Gospel: St. John 15:26-27; 16:4b-15 (ESV)

"But when the Helper comes, whom | will send to you from the Father,
the Spirit of truth, who proceeds from the Father, He will bear witness
about Me. And you also will bear witness, because you have been with
Me from the beginning.
