Epistle Reading: 1 Corinthians 12:1-11 (ESV)     
    Now concerning spiritual gifts, brothers, I do not want you to be uninformed.  You 
know that when you were pagans you were led astray to mute idols, however you 
were led.  Therefore I want you to understand that no one speaking in the Spirit of 
God ever says "Jesus is accursed!" and no one can say "Jesus is Lord" except in the 
Holy Spirit.

    On the third day there was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus 
was there.  Jesus also was invited to the wedding with His disciples.  When the wine 
ran out, the mother of Jesus said to Him, "They have no wine."  And Jesus said to her, 
"Woman, what does this have to do with Me? My hour has not yet come."  His mother 
said to the servants, "Do whatever He tells you."
