Old Testament Reading: Isaiah 49:1-7 (ESV)

Listen to me, O coastlands, and give attention, you
peoples from afar. The Lord called me from the womb,
from the body of my mother he named my name.

He made my mouth like a sharp sword; in the shadow of
his hand he hid me; he made me a polished arrow; in his
quiver he hid me away. And he said to me, "You are my
servant, Israel, in whom | will be glorified."

But | said, "I have labored in vain; | have spent my
strength for nothing and vanity; yet surely my right is with
the Lord, and my recompense with my God."

And now the Lord says, he who formed me from the
womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob back to him; and

Jesus turned and
saw them following and said to them, "What are you
seeking?" And they said to Him, "Rabbi" (which means
Teacher), "where are You staying?" He said to them,
"Come and you will see." So they came and saw where He
was staying, and they stayed with Him that day, for it was
about the tenth hour. One of the two who heard John
speak and followed Jesus was Andrew, Simon Peter's
brother. He first found his own brother Simon and said to
him, "We have found the Messiah" (which means Christ).
He brought him to Jesus.
