Old Testament: 1 Kings 3:4-15 (ESV) 
    And the king went to Gibeon to sacrifice there, for that 
was the great high place.  Solomon used to offer a 
thousand burnt offerings on that altar.  At Gibeon the Lord 
appeared to Solomon in a dream by night, and God said, 
"Ask what I shall give you."  And Solomon said, "You have

    Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in 
the heavenly places, even as he chose us in him before the 
foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blame-
less before him.  In love he predestined us for adoption 
through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will, to 
the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has blessed 
us in the Beloved.

Today we celebrate the Sacrament of Holy Communion in which we joyfully receive 
Christ’s Body and Blood, under bread and wine, for the forgiveness of our sins.  As we 
celebrate the Sacrament, we also give public witness that we are in complete agreement 
with the denomination’s doctrinal teachings at whose altar we commune.  Therefore, we 
ask that only communicant members of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod commune 
with us.  All guests are asked to talk to Rev. Heller before coming to the altar to receive 
the Sacrament. 
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Welcome to worship in the season of Christmas, the 
season of celebrating our Savior’s birth.  The Evangelist 
Luke records for us the only two incidents we have in the 
life of Jesus as a boy: His presentation at the ago of 40 
days and the 12-year-old Jesus who returns to Jerusalem 
for the Passover.  Both take place in the temple.  What 
Simeon foretold when Jesus was 40 days old, Jesus now 
states clearly at age 12 — He is the Son of God, and He 
must be in the temple in Jerusalem, for it is here that He will 
show Himself to be our Passover Lamb.  Visitors, please 
sign our guest book and worship with us again soon.
