For the people of Israel have forsaken  
your covenant, thrown down your altars, and killed your prophets with the sword, 
and I, even I only, am left, and they seek my life, to take it away."  And the Lord 
said to him, "Go, return on your way to the wilderness of Damascus.  And when 
you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael to be king over Syria.  And Jehu the son of 
Nimshi you shall anoint to be king over Israel, and Elisha the son of Shaphat of 
Abel-meholah you shall anoint to be prophet in your place.  And the one who 
escapes from the sword of Hazael shall Jehu put to death, and the one who 
escapes from the sword of Jehu shall Elisha put to death.

How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good news, 
 who publish peace and bring good news of salvation. 
Their voice has gone out to all the earth, 
 and their words to the ends of the world. 
 
Epistle Reading: Galatians 5:1, 13-25 (ESV) 
    For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit 
again to a yoke of slavery.  
    For you were called to freedom, brothers.  Only do not use your freedom as 
an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.  For the whole 
law is fulfilled in one word: "You shall love your neighbor as yourself."  But if you 
bite and devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by one 
another.  
    But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh.  
For the desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit 
are against the flesh, for these are opposed to each other, to keep you from 
doing the things you want to do.  But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not 
under the law.

impurity, sensuality,  idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, jealousy, fits of anger, 
rivalries, dissensions, divisions,  envy, drunkenness, orgies, and things like 
these.  I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do such things will 
not inherit the kingdom of God.  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, 
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  gentleness, self-control; against 
such things there is no law.  And those who belong to Christ Jesus have 
crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.  If we live by the Spirit, let us 
also walk by the Spirit.

Elijah was so sure that he was right: that he was the only one left who had 
not gone after Baal. But he was too pessimistic; his faith in God was off-center.  We can't go by our 
own wisdom. We must trust the Lord and what He has revealed to us in His Word. Think about how 
this applies to our support of God's work in the Church with our offering (take a look in the Small 
Catechism's Table of Duties to see what the Bible has to say about our giving….).
