What is Stewardship

A steward is one who manages the possessions of another. We are all stewards
of the resources, abilities and opportunities that God has entrusted to our care,
and one day each one of us will be called to give an account for how we have
managed what the Master has given us.

This is the maxim taught by the Parable of the Talents. God has entrusted
authority over the creation to us and we are not allowed to rule over it as we see
fit. We are called o exercise our dominion under the watchful eye of the
Creator managing His creation in accord with the principles He has established.

Like the servants in the Parable of the Talents, we will be called to give an
account of how we have administered everything we have been given, including
our time, money, abilities, information, wisdom, relationships, and authority.

We will all give account to the rightful owner as to how well we managed the
things He has entrusted to us.
