 So much of Jesus’ words and His life with His 
closest followers is about reminding them of how 
much they can do, and how much they can be 
used by God in continuing the work of Jesus in 
bringing God’s healing and reconciling touch, 
when they are faithful stewards of what God has 
given them.
